HIGH SCHOOL ATHLETICS
· Must be taking (for credit) at least 5 classes

· Must be passing at least 5 classes 

· For Spring Sports—based on 1st Semester Grades
· The first grade entered is what counts for eligibility (grade changes later on will not impact eligibility, even if a “F” is changed to a passing grade)

· For Fall Sports—based on final grades from previous school year
· All first-year freshmen are eligible for fall sports
NCAA: COLLEGE ATHLETICS
· Division 1, 2, and 3 each have different academic requirements (GPA, SAT, ACT)
· For D1 and D2 schools, see attached
· For D3 schools, students should contact the individual institutions

· Scholarships

· D1 and D2 schools can offer athletic scholarships

· D3 schools do not have funds for athletic scholarships, however--
· Many D3 schools have the potential to have other various scholarships to assist in students that are being recruited for athletics

· Grades and Financial Need 

· When students take the ACT or SAT, scores are to be reported directly to a school by using the code 9999 (if you want the score to be sent to a college).

· Students cannot make an official visit to a school without being registered with the Clearninghouse
